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CAP serves America by developing our nation's youth;

Civil Air Patrol was founded in December 1941, one week before the Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor, by more
than 150,000 citizens who were concerned about the defense of America‘s coastline. Under the jurisdiction of the
Army Air Forces, CAP pilots flew more than one-half million hours, were credited with sinking two enemy sub-
marines and rescued hundreds of crash survivors during World War Il. On July 1, 1946, President Harry Truman
established CAP as a federally chartered benevolent civilian corporation, and Congress passed Public Law 557
on May 26, 1948. CAP was charged with three primary missions — aerospace education, cadet programs and
emergency services. With the passage of Public Law 106-398 in October 2000, Congress provided that "The Civil
Air Patrol is a volunteer civilian auxiliary of the Air Force when the services of the Civil Air Patrol are used by any
department or agency in any branch of the federal government."

Civil Air Patrol Cadet Uniform Program Instructions

This program provides an opportunity for a new cadet to receive, at no cost to the cadet, a basic blue Air
Force uniform, provided the unit commander approves the request and funds continue to be available in
the program.

Cadets are responsible for purchasing the CAP accessories (name tag, ribbons, grade insignia, hat device,
etc.) required for proper wear of the uniform. For CAP accessories, contact Vanguard at 1.800.221.1264.

Free uniform items must be returned (or replaced, if lost or damaged) to the local CAP unit in the event the
cadet withdraws from the cadet program within the first year of membership. The parent/guardian assumes
the responsibility on behalf of the minor child. The unit commander will make every reasonable effort to
retrieve these uniform items. Uniforms received under this program will not be sold, rented or given to
anyone other than CAP cadets.

Ordering Instructions

You must use e-Services (www.capnhg.gov) to order your uniform under this Cadet Uniform Program.
Once your membership application is processed, you will receive a membership card with your CAPID
number. You should use the CAPID to log into e-Services, or you may use your Social Security Number.

Click on the “First time users” link and follow the instructions. Once you have established your account, log
into e-Services and look for the “Cadet Uniform” link on the left side.

Click the “Cadet Uniform” link and follow the instructions to order a cadet uniform under this program. If
you need help with sizing information, click on the male or female sizing charts. Commanders and Deputy
Commander are authorized to input orders on behalf of the cadet.

Commander’s Actions

You are responsible for approving the cadet’s order. Log into e-Services and follow the “Cadet Uniform
Approval” link in your restricted applications (look at the right side of your screen). Commanders will see a
link under the Approvals section of Commander’s Corner as well. Uniform orders placed by the
commander or deputy commander on behalf of the cadet are automatically approved.

You are responsible for administering this program. As a leader, you can go into e-Services and follow the
“Cadet Uniform>>Reports” link in your restricted applications (look at the right side of your screen), to run a
Cadet Uniform Program report at least quarterly. This report shows all cadets who should have received a
uniform within a year from the date that the report was run. This report can help you as you verify that the
cadets received their uniforms or alert you to those who have not. Also, use this report to account for the
uniforms as required (see CAPR 67-1 for details). File these reports in the “Pt 11" of the Property File.

CIVIL AIR PATROL ETHICS POLICY

Scope

As a matter of fundamental principle, Civil Air Patrol (CAP) should adhere to the highest ethical standards
because it is the right thing to do. This policy tasks all CAP members and employees to perform their
missions in a manner that brings credit to the organization and themselves.

Statement of Ethics

CAP Ethics are built on a foundation of accountability, integrity, fairness and excellence. This means more
than simple honesty—you have an affirmative duty to tell the whole truth. It embraces other attributes such
as courage, responsibility, justice, openness, self-respect, humility, and excellence in each and every task we
face. Your ethical conduct is a representation of Civil Air Patrol. Adherence to this statement of ethics is
mandatory for all staff, board members and volunteers of CAP.

Ethical Standards
The Standards of Ethics include, but are not limited to:

1. Responsible stewardship of CAP’s resources and assets.
We will strive for effective accounting/reporting systems, internal controls and competent staff.
Only fair and inclusive hiring and promotional policies and practices will be used for all board, staff
and volunteer positions. Integrity and honesty must be utilized in all transactions and dealings.

2. Avoidance of any conflicts of interest.
No board member, staff or volunteer may use corporate property, information or position for
improper personal gain or benefit.
Any individual who becomes aware of a conflict of interest or potential conflict of interest must
report it appropriately.

3. Working relationships based on mutual respect, fairness and openness.
Board members, staff and volunteers will behave honestly and ethically at all times and with all
people.
Individuals will not take unfair advantage of anyone through manipulation, intimidation,
concealment, abuse of privileged information, misrepresentation of material facts, or any other unfair
practice. ' '






4. Fair dealing in all external business relationships.
In order to preserve public perception of CAP, board members, staff and volunteers will
act in good faith, with due care, and shall engage only in fair and open competition, by treating
ethically all competitors, suppliers, customers, and colleagues.
No gift or entertainment will be accepted by board members, staff, volunteers, thatis  excessive
in nature or is not consistent with customary business practices.

5. Confidentiality |

Board members, staff and volunteers must protect all sensitive and confidential information
entrusted to them.

Compliance

Civil Air Patrol takes adherence to this policy very seriously. Any member and/or employee may
immediately report any suspected violations through their respective chain of command. Any commander
or supervisor who is made aware of an allegation of this Ethics Policy shall report it in accordance with the
appropriate CAP or employee directive.

In order to continue our tradition of excellence, integrity and service to our country, we have created an
Ethics Policy. Compliance with this policy is mandatory. As representatives of this organization,
your conduct must follow the highest ethical standards possible.

We will not require you to sign a copy of this policy, but your membership or employment with CAP  is
contingent upon your acceptance of the policy.

SQUADRON 45’S CADET PROGRAM

Many prospective cadets and parents have questions regarding Squadron 45°s program.
Below you will find some general information. If you have any other questions,
please don’t hesitate to ask.

TRAINING

There are seven training ares for cadets in Civil Air Patrol. Throughout the month cadets will normally be
participating in all training areas. The training areas are aerospace education, leadership laboratory, moral
leadership, physical fitness, drill, emergency services training, and other activities.

Aerospace Education includes projects and activities, book knowledge, and orientation flights. The
aerospace book is divided into six chapters, and you will learn the material from one chapter for six of
the first seven achievements through the program. Aerospace projects and activities may include
model rocketry, radio control model aircraft, aerospace tours, aviation museums, aircraft simulator,
orientation rides, and working at air shows.

Leadership Laboratory Training is accomplished by progressing through five phases of the program.
During these five phases, you will learn leadership skills through the use of drill (marching) and
practical experience leading. Eventually, you will become proficient enough in these skills to teach
other cadets. In the last phase, very experienced cadets oversee the performance of the leading cadets.
Progression to higher phases is accomplished by completing various achievements during each phase.
The completion of each achievement level indicates a readiness for increased responsibility and
consideration for advancement in grade, i.e. a promotion.

Moral Leadership is a monthly structured discussion relating to issues of morality and ethics of
decisions that teenagers face in today’s society. General topics include volunteerism, drug influence,
honesty, integrity, and many others.

Physical Education occurs regularly in the meeting schedule, and also includes occassional weekend
activities. Good physical fitness is required to progress from one phase to another. The physical
fitness training is usually quite enjoyable for cadets.

Emergency Services Training prepares cadets for involvement in ground-based search operations.
The main purpose of this training is to develop proficiency in tasks that assist in the locating of
missing aircraft or persons in need of assistande. Training elements include: first aid and CPR,

radio operations, navigation by map and compass, survival techniques, aircraft marshaling, and more.
You will be taught in both a classroom setting, and in the course of Field Training Exercises held in
the field on weekends,






the field on weekends.

Activities vary but are usually aerospace, emergency services, or fitness-related in nature, but are
occassionally purely for fun. Activities may include orientation flights in powered aircraft, glider
flight training, volleyball and drill competitions, public speaking, radio communication training, and
much more. Activities are open to cadets who participate actively in all other aspects of the program.

Membership Eligibility

To be eligible for membership in Civil Air Patrol, you must meet the following criteria:
1. You possess the desire and willingness to promote the objectives and purposes of CAP.
2. You are at least 12 years of age.
3. You are a citizen of the United States of America or are an alien lawfully admitted for permanent
residence to the United States of America and its territories and possessions.
4. If you are a former member of CAP, you were not terminated for cause.

Before joining Civil Air Patrol, you must agree to the following:
1. To obey the decisions of those in authority and to follow and adhere to the appropriate  regulations
and the Constitution and By-Laws of the CAP Corporation,
2. To adhere to the Cadet Honor Code.
3. To adhere to the Cadet Oath.

All of the above may sound like a serious obligation. Well, it is! CAP saves lives, dand sets leadership
examples for the entire nation.

Meetings

Cadet meetings are held every Monday night from 1815 to 2115 hrs. (6:15PM to 9:15PM) at March Air
Reserve Base, Moreno Valley.

Policies

Listed below are several policies which you are expected to abide by. Your full compliance with each of these
- policies is vital to ensure the smooth and successful operation of this unit. Your signature at the bottom of this
document shall be considered your agreement to abide by these policies at all times and all places. Your
signature and agreement indicates that you wish to be a part of the Civil Air Patrol, and is ample reason to

enfoce these policies.

1. The Cadet Honor Code: This can be found in the back of this packet in Required Memorization.
Any Cadet violating this code may be terminated from the program. .

2. The Cadet Oath: This also will be found in the Required Memorization. When you take the Cadet
Qath, you are formally stating your intentions to live up to the requirements of the CAP Cadet
program. Be sure that you understand the obligations that you are accepting.

3. Drugs: The use of drugs has no place in the CAP Cadet program. Tobacco and alcohol are drugs.
Use of drugs for other than medicinalpurposes, must be brought to the attention of the Cadet
Commander at the earliest possible time.

4, Uniform and grooming standards: Adherence o these standards is mandatory.
* Failure to comply may result in suspension from participation.
* Cadets are expected to have obtained either the CAP Cadet Class B Blue’s uniform or a CAP
Cadet BDU uniform by the 8th week (unless specifically approved otherwise by the Deputy
Commander for Cadets). '
* 1t is understood that your valid CAP ID, along with any other cards which you have earned,
are components of your uniform and must be with you at all times that you are in uniform.

5. Attendance: Cadet attendance at Squadron meetings and activities is required. When you agree that
you are going to attend an activity, your fellow cadets are counting on you, and senior members plan
around your commitment. If for some reason you cannot attend, it is your resposibility to contact
your Flight Sergeant or activity leader in sufficient time for the program (s) to be modified. Failure
to attend Squadron meetings without an acceptable excuse may result in termination of your Cadet
Membership.

6. Constitution and By-Laws: Compliance with the provisions of the CAP Constitution and by-laws,
the regulations and manuals, your chain of command, customs and courtesies, policies and orders of
higher authority is required.

7. Uniform: While in uniform, whether at an activity or meeting or traveling to or from that activity or
meeting, your conduct should be in line with CAP Customs and Courtesies and of a standard that it
brings credit upon your uniform and all that it stands for. Remember, that we, as CAP members,
wear a uniform which is nearly identical to the uniform worn by Air Force personnel. We must up
hold the same standards of maturity and respect that are expected of mil;itary personnel.
